Floor protection

If the appliance is to be installed on top of a combustible floor, it must be placed on an approved non-combustible hearth pad,
that extends 8"(203 mm)beyond the appliance sides and back and 18" (457 mm)in Canada / 16" (406 mm)in the USA to the front.
The reduced clearance from the back of the appliance may result in the appliance pad terminating shorter than 8" (203 mm)
beyond the appliance.

Floor protection is required for spark and ash shielding, but not for limiting floor temperatures from the radiant heat
of the appliance. The appliance was designed and safety-tested so that without any protection, the floor would not
overheat.

Provisions have been made on this appliance to install an optional blower kit (EPT70) that comes complete with a variable speed
switch to turn blower ON/OFF, as well as to adjust the blower speed.
